Bengalla Mine Community Consultative Committee Update 

Dry Creek project  

Continues 
 
The construction of the Dry Creek Di-
version is now approximately 85% 
complete. The majority of construction 
activities will be completed by mid-
September 2016. To date there has been 
95,000 man hours put in to the con-
struction. 
 
Excavation of the CW1 dam north of 
Wybong Road is all but complete, with 
rehabilitation works commencing 
throughout August. The dam wall con-
struction was completed in July, and the 
dam spillway recently excavated to final 
design. 
 
By mid-September the diversion pipe-
line will be completely connected to the 
CW1 dam pump station, with the final 
connections being made into the pump 
station itself over the coming weeks. 
 
Commissioning of the CW1 dam pump 
station will start at the end of August. 
This initially will a dry commissioning 
of the pump station, with a wet commis-
sioning slated for October. It is ex-
pected that in October that the electrical 
transmission line for the pump station 

sections of the western diversion levee 
that runs west of the Bengalla Mine. 
One of these sections requires excava-
tion of the Bengalla Link Road, imme-
diately to the north of the Bengalla 
Mine access road. This will be managed 
with traffic control (traffic lights, speed 
reductions on approach) and is expected 
to start in October, with a construction 
period of approximately 2.5 months. 

will be commissioned. This will require 
an Ausgrid cutover, cutting power for 
approximately half a day. Updates on 
this timing will be provided as they are 
received. 
 
Pending access arrangements with 
Mount Pleasant to build infrastructure 
within their mining lease (ML1645), 
construction will soon being on two key
